The Executive Summary should include the following:

· a summary of the phenomenon you are studying, the context, and the purpose

· a brief description of your methodology

· a summary of your results or findings

**Section 1 - Introduction

        Without an introduction it is sometimes very difficult for your audience to figure out what you are trying to say.  This section answers the questions: what, where, why?  That is, it describes the phenomenon you are studying, the context of your study, and the purpose of your study.  The purpose should focus on what you expect/hope to learn and how that will benefit your company, add to the state of our understanding of some aspect of IT, and/or make a contribution to society.

-          What were the research questions, hypotheses and/or specific aims

·          Describe your research design and procedures for carrying out the research

Section 4:  Results and Analysis

-          Describe the data you collected (how much, format and media, if appropriate give an example of a typical database record.or show the spreadsheet format.  If anything unexpected happened, tell about it.

-          Describe how you analyzed the data (if there is more to say beyond what you said in Section 2).  If anything unexpected happened, tell about it.

· Present results

· Quantitative:

· Present results of data  analysis

· descriptive statistics

· hypothesis testing statistics (T tests, Analysis of Variance, Regression ?)

· Present important data in figures or tables

· If you have a choice of table or graph, choose graphs

· Guide reader through figures and tables that support findings

· Qualitative

· Identify themes

· Describe patterns that explain why - so what?

·  Make brief statements of interpretation as related to previous research

· For ethnography, you can describe specific events that you observed to back up your analysis

· For interviews, you can include specific quotations that illustrate your analysis

Section 5: Conclusion

o    A conclusion is, in some ways, like your introduction. You restate your thesis and summarize your main points of evidence for the reader. You can usually do this in one paragraph.

o    Summarize your main findings

o    Compare your results to previous research

o    Describe limitations and strengths of the study

o    Discuss implications
