#3 Disease Education
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With this interface the users will have the opportunity to learn  about different diseases, how to detect what if something is wrong with them and point it out to their physicians, as well as learn some common medical terms so that they are able to easily understand what their physician is explaining.


I envision the “Dictionary” part as a list of terms what provide pictures as explanations when clicked. The “What to Expect” part might show different stages of a disease and the “Ask Your Doctor About” section might include some of the most common question doctors ask during treating a specific disease that will highlight what parients should be looking for. 
#5. What to Expect During Common Medical Procedures
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This interface will not only inform the patients about the different procedures, but also make them realize the importance of having those procedures, which will give them an incentive to go through them even if they are not very pleasant. 
The “Equipments” section will have the pictures and the names of all the equipment that are used as well as the way they are used and the sequence of their use. This will make the patient feel like he/she is a little more in control of what is happening. This section might also include information of how different patients describe the experience of having this exam so that people are prepared for what’s going to happen.
The “Preparation” section will have information of what to do to facilitate the physicians during the exam.
#4. Health Screening
