1.  Create a variable “a” equal to 5.

2.  Create a variable “b” equal to 7.

3.  Multiply variables “a” and “b” together and store the result in “c”.

4.  Create an array “array1” filled with the numbers 1 through 10. (There are at least 2 ways to do this, you can try both)
5.  Find the sum of “array1” and store it in variable “sumA1”

6.  Create another array “array2” and fill it with whatever values you like.  (5 or more values)

7.  Find how “array2” changes from element to element (diff function) and name it “diffA2”

8.  Take a brief look at plotting “array2” and “diffA2”.  

*Hint – use HELP here.  The command for plotting is PLOT.
